A summarized report of the activities of the Chicago Chapter of WZCC for 2004 is as follows:

The year furthered the plans of encouraging entrepreneurship among the Z community that were made and acted upon in 2003.

About half a dozen meetings were held at family homes or at Chicago’s Darbe Meher. Attendance was usually 10 to 12 people.

To promote the WZCC [Chicago Chapter] and also help the Zoroastrian Association of Chicago defray some of their expenses, we have bought space in the ZAC newsletter, which is published each month.

This undertaking has been done with the help of advertisements from our members who have their own businesses.

In 2004 one of our focuses was to bring into the fold, as many young people as possible [e.g. those who had just graduated form college] so that they first of all had an opportunity to realize the concept and the structure of our free and open worldwide organization and also to preview the business possibilities that were available to them.

For those who were interested in pursuing business opportunities the support and guidance of the Business Advisory Board that was established in 2003 was available. This board consists of various volunteer ·experts· in various fields who offer their advice on starting and operating a business.

A Fran Net presentation has been planned for December with a dinner for all those interested in pursuing franchising opportunities. Case histories will also be given during the occasion.

Two of our young members will be organizing and leading a symposium at the North American Congress on 28 December 2004. This will be an interactive session for setting up New Businesses. It is planned to be a comprehensive audience involved session where by a large number of ideas could be presented and a panel of experts would lend their support. 

Details for a one-day entrepreneurship conference were finalized and an action plan established. This conference will be held on 12 February 2005. The topics for presentation range from Self Assessment to Interactive Business Work shops.
